Washington, DC (May 6, 2008) – The Capitol Riverfront Business Improvement District released the Capitol Riverfront Retail Opportunities Map today.  
The Retail Opportunities Map shows the location, total square footage, and expected delivery date for the retail component of each development project in the Capitol Riverfront.  The Capitol Riverfront BID calculates that in 2009 the neighborhood will welcome over 150,000 square feet of new retail opportunities, a large portion of which is concentrated on Half Street and in The Yards, two mixed-use projects that will be retail and entertainment destinations.
When built out, the Capitol Riverfront will include a total of 800,000 square feet of retail, which is part of the overall development dynamic that includes 9,000 housing units, 12-15 million square feet of office, 1,200 hotel rooms and four new parks plus the Riverwalk Trail System.
 “The Retail Opportunities map shows the incredible amount of retail that is coming to the neighborhood over the next 1-3 years,” says Michael Stevens, Executive Director for the Capitol Riverfront BID.  “We hope that this map will be a resource for existing and new workers and residents, plus we will use the map at the International Council of Shopping Centers conventions (ICSC) so that retailers and brokers can see the wide range of retail opportunities.”
